Session: Let’s talk about peace and human

Die sog. ,Altstadt” (eigentl. Nordstadt) ist mit ca. 9000 Einwohnern das am dichtesten besie-
delte Quartier der Stadt. In den 60er- und 70er Jahren des vergangenen Jahrhunderts war das
Viertel vom Durchgangsverkehr stark belastet und drohte auch aufgrund stidtebaulicher MiR-
stande zu verkommen.

Auf dieser
Grundlage wurde das Viertel von 1984 bis 1994 im Rahmen eines Landesprogramms zur Wohn-
umfeldverbesserung umgestaltet.

Session: Digital innovation, climate change

City Tour: Nordstadt-Planung in Bonn
Der Wandel zur ,Altstadt’

Die sog. ,Altstadt” (eigentl. Nordstadt) ist mit ca. 9000 Einwohnern das am dichtesten besie-
delte Quartier der Stadt. In den 60er- und 70er Jahren des vergangenen Jahrhunderts war das
Viertel vom Durchgangsverkehr stark belastet und drohte auch aufgrund stadtebaulicher MiR-
stande zu verkommen.

Daher wurde Mitte der 70er Jahre eine umfassende Rahmenplanung erarbeitet. Auf dieser
Grundlage wurde das Viertel von 1984 bis 1994 im Rahmen eines Landesprogramms zur Wohn-
umfeldverbesserung umgestaltet.

Dabei wurden viele unansehnliche StraRen verkehrsberuhigt und neugestaltet, Griinflachen
und Spielplatze angelegt, Fassaden restauriert und triste Hinterhéfe in kleine griine Oasen ver-
wandelt. Doch als 1985 die HeerstraRe als erste StraRe umgestaltet werden sollte, stieR die
Planung zunachst auf Widerstand bei einigen Anwohnern. Es bedurfte groBer Anstrengungen
und einer intensiven Biirgerbeteiligung, um die die Bewohner davon zu {iberzeugen, dass die
geplanten MaRnahmen das Viertel nachhaltig verbessern kénnten. Niemand konnte sich vor-
stellen, daR die HeerstraRe mit ihrer Kirschbliite im Internet einmal zu einer der zehn schéns-
ten StraRen der Welt gewahlt werden wiirde und das Viertel jahrlich zu einem touristischen
Anziehungspunkt wiirde. Flihrung mit der Stadtplanerin Brigitte Denkel. Die Veranstaltung
wird mit Beriicksichtigung entsprechender Corona-SchutzmaRnahmen durchgefiihrt, welche
sich mit dem Verlauf der Infektionslage anpassen kénnen.
