Noteworthy achievements include the
development and initiation of the National Vocational Qualifications Framework,
alongside the implementation of Competency-Based Training and Assessment
and Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL) systems.

The Multi-Donor Action "EU Support for Sustainable Economic Development
through Demand-Driven Technical and Vocational Education and Training (TVET
IV)" is jointly financed by the EU and the German Federal Ministry for Economic
Cooperation and Development (BMZ), and executed by GIZ and the British Council.
The overarching objective of the action is to contribute towards inclusive
socioeconomic development in Pakistan by ensuring a skilled workforce that
meets private sector demands.

The joint action contributes to global initiatives for sustainable development and
economic resilience. It is part of the Team Europe Initiative (TEI) on “Building
Back Better through Green Jobs creation” that is jointly implemented in Pakistan
by the EU, France, Germany, and ltaly.
